SOAR Speech and Debate Club

Listed below are the descriptions of the various speech and debate tracks SOAR offers.

Junior Speech Track: (Age 11 and under)

This track involves specialized junior speech lectures twice a month from our Junior Captain, as well as interactive exercises and helpful suggestions on speeches. On the off-week, juniors join the rest of the students for lectures from our speech captains and leadership and our professional speech coach (twice during each semester), and sit in on critique of other speeches. We will not be offering a separate junior track second semester, but juniors are welcome to join the older students for lecture and critique. Juniors will be expected to do one speech and will be given the opportunity to perform their speech in a final recital.  Cost: $35

Student Speech Track: (Age 12-18):

This track involves a once a week communication class. Students will receive lectures from our experienced captains/ students and participate in hands-on learning with speech critique from other students, our student captains, and from parents. By the end of the course, the student will have knowledge and improved personal skills in interpretive, platform, and impromptu speaking.  Students will be expected to do one speech and will be given opportunity to perform their speech in a final recital.  Also, the students will have opportunities to participate in planned (two per semester, in addition to the workshop), concentrated sessions (6 hours) with our professional speech coach, Michelle Zimmerman, to hear lectures and have their speeches critiqued. Critiques are scheduled on a first-come, first-served basis.  Cost: $45

Apologetic Speech Track: (Age 12-18) - TBD

Debate Track: (Age 12-18) 

This track involves a once a week meeting with our debate coach, Valyn Anderson. Students will receive a weekly lecture, as well as an interactive environment with peers to collaborate on research, cases, topical briefs, and to run debate rounds. By the end of the course, the student will have a working knowledge of debate theory, in-depth knowledge of the resolution topic, and have run many practice rounds.  Cost: $45
